It was on the backs 

of millions of Ameri-

cans for two hundred 

years of hard work and 

trying to get ahead that 

Congress passed this 

special day for all 

Americans to remember 

how we became the 

world power that we are.  

Americans have always 

fought for their inde-

pendence and the well 

being of people around 

the world.  Although we 

have been in many wars 

and conflicts over the 

past 250 years, the only  
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ones fought on our soil were the American revolution (which was before we were 

a nation) and the Civil War.  Other than those two, the wars we have fought and 

died in have been for the freedom of people around the world. 

 I think we need to take time this year and remember those service people 

who have given their lives to allow us the privilege of living as good as we do.  

Not just the military, but the momôs and popôs who have worked 60-70 hours a 

week to get a better life for their children and grandchildren.  If it had not been for 

the millions who came to this country with a dream to have a better life, America 

would not be where it is today.
